The gardens of the Hauberg Estate, originally

designed by Jens Jensen in 1911, feature
many native plants and flowers, walking

paths, decorative elements in the same style
as the mansion and a winding drive through

a wooded area. They are lovely to see any
time of the year and also make an excellent

setting for photographs and outdoor parties.

History of Hauberg Estate

This “Prairie Style” mansion with 20 rooms
and 6 fireplaces was built for Susanne
Denkmann, whose family owned the
Weyerhauser-Denkmann lumber business.
Using Susanne’s love of flowers as his
inspiration, architect Robert C. Spencer
included tulips throughout the house. Ten
acres of woodlands, overlooking the
Mississippi River, rise up to meet beautiful
gardens designed by landscape architect
Jens Jensen. In 1911, Susanne and John
Hauberg, a Rock Island attorney, married
and moved into the house. Their children,
Catherine and John Jr., donated the estate
to the City of Rock Island in 1956.
